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guided by the teachings of Jesus Christ,
are committed to carry His good news.

“The Church Revitalization Team recently at-
tended their third (of four) training sessions as
part of Year I of the Church Revitalization Proc-
ess with its year-long focus on spiritual develop-
ment. Meeting at the Kline Center, at the
Mensch Mill Retreat and Conference Center, this third session followed
the “Retreat Day” format. The day began with worship and the Sacra-
ment of Holy Communion during which we learned a very meaningful
prayer exercise called “The Chalice Prayer,” which we hope to share
with our church family during the celebration of Summer Communion
on August 7.

The remainder of the day involved an exploration of (1) ways we can
become a spiritually free person (and church), (2) how we experience
the process of individual and corporate transformation (life ... death ...
rebirth), and (3) praying with our lives. What follows is a portion of
what we learned concerning “Praying With Our Lives.”

We practiced two forms of prayer discipline as outlined below. While
there is no one way or no right/wrong way to pray, various forms of
prayer can be helpful in assisting us to experience A more intimate con-
versation with God. I hope you will read this material very carefully and
try it for yourself.

PRAYER OF EXAMINE (St. Ignatius)
Sample of a Daily Prayer of Reflection

Step 1: Invite Christ, the Light of the World, to walk with you as
you review your day.
* Places that have nurtured me ...
* Scripture texts that have lit my path ...
* Experiences I have cherished ...
* Ideas or quotes that have brought me liberation

Step 2: Celebrate God’s empowering love at those moments of
the day when your were loving, or loved.

* People I have nurtured, or people who have nurtured me ...

* People I have listened to, or people who have listened to me ...

Step 3: Celebrate God’s undefeated love at those moments of the
day when you were less than loving.
* Come to the foot of the cross and “hear” Jesus say to you, “I
know that, and I love you.”
* Receive the forgiving love of Christ

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Step 4: Think of haling graces that have
brought me through the day .. Patience, discernment,
joy,

persistence, self-denial, charity, faith, hope

* What grace am [ most on need of right now?

* What disciplines of the heart do I need to
cultivate or renew to allow that grace?

* Visualize: What would my life look like if
that grace were granted?

LIFE-CENTERED PRAYER

Ben Campbell Johnson speaks of learning to “pray
with our lives.” He suggests a basic process to
“integrate the life of prayer into the ordinary events
and decisions of everyday life.”

Gather the day. 1dentify the ten or twelve major
events of your day, including prayer, particular con-
versations, meetings, meals, work, and other activi-
ties. List them.

Review the day. Reflect upon each occurrence
listed, without judging yourself, avoiding feelings, or
making excuses. This is the actual substance of your
daily life.

Give thanks for the day. Thank God for each part
of your day, for your life, and for God’s presence in
the midst of it.

Confess your sin. Acknowledge your faults in
thought, word, and deed toward God, your neighbor,
and yourself (you might add the creation, too).

Seek the meaning of events. Reflect on the larger
significance of each event in your life, asking your-
self such questions as, What is God saying to me?
What am I being called to do? How is this connected
to the rest of my life? Write down what comes to
mind.

During a time of quiet reflection out in the
space of God’s creation I formulated the following
prayer using a combination of the prayer disciplines
just mentioned. I offer them to you only to illustrate
what is possible

O God, my God, meet me in Christ in the silence of
these moments and move me to a spirit of thanksgiving
and gratitude for the gifts you have granted me this
day.

Thank you, O Christ, for the immediate reminder
upon my waking that you are with me. I give you
thanks for the visible signs of new life in the colors of
your creation I see in newly planted flowers and in the
sweet smell of fresh mowed grass. For the warmth of
the sun that not only brightens this day but also illu-
mines my soul and outlook

Thank you. You come to me in my reading of “The Life
You Save May Be Your Own,” as I encounter the lives
of four contemporary saints.

In their example I see anew the fresh ways in which
you have moved and continue to guide me on my jour-
ney of trying to live into your calling for my life. You
know how much I need these times of quiet reflection.

Thank you for the opportunity to “tweak” the toes
of the one who lies in a hospital bed as we talk of
small steps taken toward health and recovery. I cannot
help but feel gratitude for eyes that convey a sense of
your presence in yet another of your children as we
share prayer just before surgery. Even in their silence
and in the squeeze of their hand you have spoken to
both of us. You have caused us to minister to each
other even as you have ministered to us both.

Forgive me, I pray, for all the tings left undone this
day ... and they were many. Help me to trust in you
that what is done is sufficient for this day. There will
be other opportunities to do and be more in your
name. Grant me a fuller sense of peace that can only
come from knowing that I have faithfully sought to do
your will. And when such peace comes, move me to
tears of joy and appreciation that you are ever closer
to me in my walk. Amen.

Revitalization will come as we experience our rela-
tionship with our Living God being renewed and re-
freshed. Our life in Christ can only be strengthened to
the degree to which we move closer in our relationship
with him. This can only happen by spending time talk-
ing with him ... getting to know him ... and letting
him get to know you. We all need to experience the
power of prayer in our lives. Our church needs to ex-
perience regeneration that is the result of a vigorous
and on-going prayer life. Won’t you join us this sum-
mer as we pray for one another and for our church?
